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Help for Disaster Victims Comes in the Form of a $50 Million Grant

Orlando, FL … In the aftermath of Hurricane Charley, many residences throughout Central Florida will be faced with unemployment.  Thanks to a National Emergency Grant received by WORKFORCE CENTRAL FLORIDA, we will be able to provide employment opportunities to disaster victims as they put the pieces of their lives back together.
